2. Names of stories and authors

3. Mention background stuff about the stories to transition to the thesis

4. Thesis statement.  

Step 5:
Write the body, which is three paragraphs.  Must start with topic sentences that fit the thesis.  Must have supporting details/quotes from the stories.  MUST use point-by-point organization.
Step 6:
Write the conclusion, which summarizes and gets back to the thesis.

Step 7:
REVISE/EDIT.  Fix the problems, spelling, punct., sentence structure, their/there/they’re problems.  Some one = someone
  FIX.  PRINT.  HAND IN.  DONE.
