“The White Circle”
Topics for C/C paper:

1. C/C the two fathers and how they affect their sons.

2. C/C the socio-economic levels of the two boys. (poor/rich)

3. C/C the way the two boys respond to each other.

4. C/C the protagonist and the antagonist.

5. C/C the characters’ motivation.

Step 1:  
Choose a topic.

Step 2:  
Do a graphic organizer…a three-column thing or Venn Diagram.  Include quotes from the book.  As you work, try to categorize—lump details together under a general phrase.  

Step 3:  
Figure out your thesis statement, which is the controlling sentence.  It must contain your topic and the conclusion you’ve drawn about your topic from c/c.

Step 4:  
Write your intro:  

1. HOOK

2. Name the title and author

3. Explain a little background to transition to your thesis.

4. Your thesis statement.

Step 5:  
Write the body.  Three paragraphs at least must compose the body.  Each MUST start with a topic sentence.  Each must include supporting details (quotes).  MUST USE POINT-by-POINT organization, which means you use a point of comparison as the topic sentence and include details about both stories.  
Sample topic sentence:  How the two boys react to their fathers is clearly different and based upon how the fathers treat their sons.  

Step 6:  
Write the conclusion.  Summarize and return to the idea in your thesis.

Step 7:  
This is where the real work of writing takes place.  REVISE/EDIT.  FIX.  POLISH.  Print.  Hand in.  DONE.
