	Remember:  C/C is a tool.  It must lead to something—draw a conclusion, make an inference, make a decision→THE THESIS STATEMENT.  

Although Anvil and Tucker have grown up in wildly different family settings, they both end up being capable of physical violence. 

Since Anvil and Tucker are so physically violent, we must look to their families to understand the reason for their violence.  

Due to Anvil and Tucker’s home situations, they both become violent.

Families without mothers often produce troubled children.

Children from both ends of the socio-economic level can develop the potential for violence.

Hatred has driven both of these characters  to the extremes we see at the end.


Intro:  

· HOOK.  Start with an INTERESTING sentence—about bullying in general—about poverty—about families.

· Mention book title in quotation marks and the author’s name.

· Give enough background information to lead to your thesis.

· End the intro with your thesis…your controlling sentence, which will drive/steer your whole paper.

Body:  

· Must have at least 3 paragraphs in the body.

· MUST use point-by-point organization.

· EACH paragraph must start with a topic sentence…mention the main idea of the paragraph and allude to the thesis.  

· INCLUDE supporting detail—QUOTES from the TEXT.

Conclusion:  

· Summarize main points (topic of 3 paragraphs in body)

· Revisit the thesis…
