Summary

Punishment for Nazi war crimes differed from case to case.  In 1946, 21 Nazi leaders were put on trial for their actions during the Holocaust (Woolf 58).  The Nuremburg Trials are important because they at least admitted that Nazis existed (they were publically on trial).  Not all Nazis received the punishement they deserved.  Hermann Goering didn’t wait to find out what sentence he’d get.  He killed himself by swallowing poison on October 15, 1946 (Woolf 58).  Many of the Nazis on trial said the same things when questioned.  Either they were not guilty or they didn’t know what was going on or they were just following orders.  They also said that sometimes bad things happened in war—as if that excused the cold-blooded slaughter of six million Jews.
